! Spirometry — Pulmonary Function Test. This test is optional, but may be required by the physician if in their
opinion it is indicated due to concerns about exposures or physical capabilities related to job demands.

? Cardiac Risk Profile — HDL; LDL; Total cholesterol; Triglycerides. 2 Urinalysis — Without microscopic exam.
? Electrocardiogram — A Resting ECG is optional, physician may require if indicated.

* Chlorinesterase, RBC/Plasma Test — Is very heat and time sensitive, carefully follow lab instructions. If done
post-exposure, document time employee was exposed to pesticides. Normally used only for insecticide (carbamate
or organophosphate) exposure. There is a Baseline testing protocol, thereafter performed as a post-season test.

5 CDL physicals may be done for personnel who operate equipment or vehicles that require a CDL.
