e¢Detention and Deportation Officer’s Field Manual (DDFM)

Below is guidance regarding the release from Service detention of an alien, either adult or
accompanied juvenile, on an order of recognizance. The Office of Juvenile Affairs will continue
to coordinate the release of unaccompanied juveniles. Also, attached is a copy of Form [-220A
with addendums as discussed below. Please direct any question regarding this interim policy to

Accordingly, the DDFM is updated as follows:

1. The Table of Contents entry for Chapter 11, Section 1 is revised to read “Orders of Release
on Recognizance.”

2. Section 1 of Chapter 11 is revised to read:

11.1 Orders of Release on Recognizance.

(a) Authority. The District Director has the discretion to release adult and juvenile
aliens from detention on an Order of Release on Recognizance. if an alien is
released on recognizance, the District Director, at his/her discretion, may set
appropriate conditions for the release. The Order shall be administered using
Form |-220A (Order of Release on Recognizance) clearly stating any specific
release conditions set by the District Director.

(1) Reporting Reguire_ments.

(i) Aduits If a condition of the release is that the alien is to report to the
Service on a regular schedule, the Deportation Officer shall make the
Deportable Alien Control System (DACS) “Case Call-up” date coincide with the
reporting date on the Form I-220A. This will serve as a compliance reminder
to the officer of the alien’s duty to report as ordered. Compliance with the
reporting requirements of the Order must be noted on the continuation

page/addendum of Form 1-220A and in the “Case Comments” section of DACS
each time the alien reports.

If at any time it is determined that the alien has failed to report as required, or
violated any other condition set, the district must take appropriate corrective

(i) Juveniles  If a juvenile is to be released from detention on an Order of
Recognizance to the custody of an accompanying alien relative or authorized
legal guardian who is placed into immigration proceedings, or to an alien
relative or authorized legal guardian already in the United States and in
immigration proceedings, the juvenile should have the same reporting
requirements as the relative or a-uthorized Iegal guardian

in the event the relative or authorized legal guardian is released or has been
released on an Order of Recognizance, the juvenile will have the same
reporting requirement as the relative or authorized legal guardian (i.e. relative
or authorized legal guardian reports on the first Tuesday of every other month,
the juvenile will have the same requirement.)

If the juvenile is to be released to the custody of a relative or authorized legal
guardian who has legal status (i.e. USC, LPR, etc.) in the United States and is
not under the custody and control of the Service (i.e. Order of Recognizance,
Order of Supervision, bond, etc.), the juvenile may nevertheless be required to
regularly report to the Service.

In either case, if the juvenile fails to report as required, the Service must
immediately determine the location of the juvenile, return him or her to Service
custody, and conduct a custody redetermination for the juvenile. See
discussion above at 11.1(a)(1)(i). If a bond demand has been made on the
relative or authorized legal guardian having custody of the juvenile and the
relative or authorized legal guardian fails to appear as required, normal bond
breach procedures will be followed. In addition, the Service should determine
the location of the relative or authorized legal guardian, return her or him to
custody, and conduct a custody redetermination.

(b) Noftification to District Counsel. Additionally, any time an individual required to report
fails to appear, the case officer must notify District Counsel or the appropriate Assistant
District Counse!. This will provide the attorney needed information for the ongoing
immigration proceedings.
