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R We determined that costs of $8,994,816 invoiced by the City under agreement no.

HSTO04-09-H-REC168 were allowable, allocable, and reasonable for reimbursement. Also,
we verified that the City complied with requirements for submitting quarterly reports to the
federal government; for using American iron, steel, and manufactured goods in construction
of the project; and for paying prevailing wages to contractor employees.

The objective of this audit was to
determine whether funds invoiced
by the City of San Antonio (the
City) to support installation of a
checked baggage screening project
at the San Antonio International
Airport were allowable, allocable,
and reasonable.
