If you are strong in one business area,
but inexperienced in another, find a subcontractor or teaming
partner who can fill in the areas where you're weak. The Federal
government encourages teaming.

s Seek additional Federal opportunities. Other Federal agencies
providing disaster assistance under their own authorities / funding
Independent of the Stafford Act.
