Over 
the course of her 23-year Marine Corps career, she completed numerous deployments around the 
world, commanding three times and served two combat tours in Iraq as a commanding officer 
and engineer battalion operations officer. 

Ms. Beyler graduated magna cum laude from the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign 
with a degree in Economics and completed a graduate certificate program in non-profit executive 
management with Georgetown University.
