Updated Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Sensitive Species Lists for Utah

Program Area:  Threatened, endangered, and sensitive plant and animal species management (L1150000.0000).

Purpose:  The purpose of this Instruction Memorandum (IM) is to identify and implement the updated BLM State Director sensitive plant and animal species lists for BLM-administered public lands in Utah.  These lists comply with the direction contained in Washington Office IM No. 2009-039 and Manual Section 6840.

Policy/Action:  The updated BLM Sensitive Plant and Animal Species lists are attached.  They replace the 2002 lists and subsequent amendments that have been in use.  These lists are to be implemented immediately.  For example, these species are now to be included in all planning and environmental documents.  Please carefully review these lists as there are significant changes.  In addition, the new 6840 should also be carefully reviewed as it contains direction different from the old manual.

Timeframe:  These lists will be in effect until they are updated.

Budget Impact:  No additional budget impact is anticipated.

Background:  Issuance of the revised manual Section 6840 and associated Washington Office Instruction Memorandum included direction to update State Director sensitive plant and animal lists.  Extensive internal and external peer review, including coordination with other States was involved in the development of these lists.  The new lists were finalized largely based on the extensive information that was received.
