Athabascan Tribal Government (CATG) telehealth project to provide
videoconferencing equipment to clinical project sites in Birch Creek,
Venetie, Fort Yukon, Beaver and Arctic Village.

Rural Development funds will be used by Chugachmiut for the
purchase of telemedicine equipment which will upgrade existing
units and purchase new items to re-establish a viable telemedicine
network between Native village sites in their Chugach region, and
their other offices in Seward and Anchorage. Upgrades at the
Anchorage and Seward sites will allow Chugachmiut to implement a
behavioral health component, drawing from behavioral health
specialists from Anchorage. Four of the remote sites (Tatitlek,
Chenega, Port Graham and Nanwalek) have absolutely no road
access. The grant will upgrade existing telemedicine carts that have
outdated components, and provide newly configured patient
terminals equipped with electronic diagnostic devices. North Star
Clinic in Seward is a hub/end user site, and provides an intermediary
link between the main office in Anchorage and the Chugach villages.
Each of the 4 village clinics will be linked with Anchorage and the
North Star Clinic.
