Complete at least 30 hours of college courses (including the following) and:
a. Complete ART 1200 or 1301, 1440, 1450, 1500, 1510; ART 2350 or 2360 with a grade of C or better;
b. Have at least a 2.5 GPA on the required Art courses;
c. Have a minimum 2.0 UNT grade point average;

Transfer Credit
Transfer students who have completed Fibers courses at other schools must submit artwork for review when they are counseled preceding their initial

registration at UNT.
