North Texas Vice President and director of athletics
Wren Baker announced the hiring of McCasland as the
program’s 18th men’s basketball coach on March 13, 2017.

McCasland is an 18-year coaching veteran and arrives
at North Texas after leading Arkansas State to a 20-
win season for only the fourth time in ASU history.
McCasland’s career winning percentage is 80 percent.
The 20-12 record during his inaugural season at ASU
was a 10-win improvement, which was the second-best
turnaround in NCAA Division I basketball in 2016-17.
Under McCasland’s guidance, the Red Wolves picked up
eight non-conference wins over Division I opponents
for the first time since 1990-91. McCasland has won 10
different coach of the year awards during his career.

Prior to Arkansas State, McCasland spent five seasons
as an assistant coach at Baylor, helping lead the Bears to
NCAA Tournament appearances in 2012, 2014, 2015
and 2016. The Bears also won their first-ever postseason
title in program history in 2013, capturing the National
Invitational Tournament (NIT) championship. Prior to
Baylor, he spent two seasons as head coach at Midwestern
State and led the program to back-to-back Elite Eight
appearances in the NCAA Division II Tournament.
McCasland also has head coaching experience at the
junior college level, leading Midland College to the 2007
NJCAA national championship.

Working on head coach Scott Drew’s staff at Baylor,
McCasland helped the Bears average 26 wins per year,
posting a 125-55 record, including a 10-3 postseason
mark. The Irving, Texas, native helped Baylor rise to
national prominence with five consecutive 20-win
seasons, five postseason appearances, the Big 12’

first NIT championship and Baylor’s first postseason
tournament title in its 107-year history.

Baylor’s 2015-16 squad finished 22-12, and the Bears
earned a No. 5 seed in the NCAA Tournament, marking
a school-record third consecutive NCAA Tournament
berth. BU finished the season ranked No. 21 in the

AP poll, the fourth-highest final ranking in program
history, and Baylor was one of 13 teams to remain
ranked in the coaches’ poll throughout the entire season,
climbing as high as No. 13 nationally.

During 2014-15, the Bears went 24-10 and earned a No.

3 seed in the NCAA Tournament, tying the best seed in
program history and recorded the program’s first-ever
back-to-back NCAA Tournament appearances. It was the
program’s seventh 20-win season in the previous eight
years, accounting for all but three of the 20-win seasons
in school history. A school-record seven of Baylor’s 24
wins came against top-25 ranked teams during the 2014-
15 campaign.

Baylor became one of just 12 teams nationally to reach
three Sweet 16s in a five-year span (2010-14) with a
late season surge that saw the Bears reach the 2014

NCAA Tournament. The Bears advanced to the Big 12
Championship title game and posted 26 wins in the 2013-
14 season.

The 2012-13 season saw Baylor become the first Big 12
team to claim a NIT title. The Bears won five straight
that culminated with a 20-point win over Iowa in

the championship game. In his first season with the
Bears (2011-12), McCasland helped the squad to a
school-record 30 wins and an appearance in the NCAA
Tournament South Region Final, the second in three
seasons. Baylor was ranked throughout the season, a first
in program history, reaching as high as No. 3 in the polls
while not falling below 14th.

Before his stint at Baylor, McCasland spent two seasons
as head coach at Midwestern State in Wichita Falls,
posting a combined 56-12 mark. In 2010-11, McCasland
was named the Lone Star Conference South Division
and National Association of Basketball Coaches South
Region Coach of the Year after leading his Mustangs

to a 25-9 mark, winning the NCAA Division II South
Central Region title and reaching the NCAA Division II
Elite Eight. The previous season saw Midwestern State
earn the LSC South Division title, the LSC Tournament
championship, the NCAA Division II South Central
Region championship and a berth in the NCAA Division
II Elite Eight.

Prior to his tenure at Midwestern State, McCasland spent
five successful seasons as head coach at Midland College,
taking the reins of the program prior to the 2004-05
campaign. In his first season, Midland captured the
Region V championship and earned a trip to the NJCAA
Elite Eight. In 2006-07 season, the Chaps finished 29-8
and won the national championship. In his final season
in Midland (2008-09), the Chaps finished 33-4 and lost in
the national championship game. McCasland ended his
time at Midland with a record of 143-32.

Preceding his time at Midland College, McCasland was
assistant coach at Northeastern Junior College in Sterling,
Colorado for two seasons. He began his coaching career
in Lubbock, Texas, as the director of basketball operations
at Texas Tech in the 1999-2000 and 2000-01 seasons.

A three-year letterman and four-year player at Baylor,
McCasland earned Academic All-Big 12 honorable-
mention honors as a senior. He graduated from Baylor in
1999 with a degree in entrepreneurship and management
and received his master’s degree from Texas Tech in 2001.

Grant and his wife Cece have four children: daughters
Amaris and Jersey and sons Jett and Beckett.



Hodge, a 15-year coaching veteran, has been
named the associate head coach for North
Texas men’s basketball. Hodge enters his first
season with North Texas in 2017-18.

Hodge joins the Mean Green after spending
a season with Grant McCasland at Arkansas
State. Hodge was named the No. 6 recruiter
in an ESPN.com top-10 list of recruiters
outside the high-resource conferences.
Hodge was a part of Arkansas State’s fourth
20-win season in school history and the
second-biggest turnaround in NCAA
Division I basketball in 2016-17.

Prior to Arkansas State, Hodge spent four
seasons with head coach Larry Eustachy at
Colorado State. Hodge served as the lead
recruiter at Colorado State and helped the
Rams to an 87-48 record over his four-year
stint. During his time at Colorado State, the
Rams advanced to postseason play twice,
including the NCAA Tournament in 2013.

During Hodge’s time in Fort Collins, the
Rams completed a four-year stretch with 87
wins, the most in program history. Colorado
State led the Mountain West in scoring in
2014-16, ranking 36th nationally in 2015-

16 averaging 79.4 points. The Rams posted

a program-best 27-7 record in 2014-15,
concluding the year with an NIT appearance.

Hodge was named a top-five assistant

coach in the Mountain West Conference

by Next Up Recruits in 2013. The Rams
went 26-9 in 2012-13, bowing out in the
third round of the NCAA Tournament to
eventual champion Louisville. The Rams

led the nation in rebound margin (+11.9)
and ranked 31st in scoring margin (+9.3).
Colorado State entered the national polls for
the first time since 1954.

Hodge joined the Division I coaching
ranks when he was hired by Eustachy as

an assistant coach at Southern Miss prior
to the 2011-12 season. The Golden Eagles
posted a 25-9 record and finished second
in Conference USA with an 11-5 mark.
Southern Miss received an at-large berth in
the NCAA Tournament as an eight seed.

Before joining Eustachy at Southern Miss,
Hodge compiled a record of 146-24 in head
coaching stints at Midland Junior College
(2009-11) and Paris Junior College (2006-
09). In his two-year stint with Midland
College, Hodge guided the Chaparrals to

an impressive 63-7 (.900) record. Hodge
saw his 2010-11 squad post a 33-4 record
while winning the Western Junior College
Athletics Conference Title, the Region V
Tournament championship and advance to
the NJCAA Championship game. In his first
season (2009-10), following McCasland’s
departure to Midwestern State, Hodge

led Midland College to their best start in
program history (26-0) and an appearance in
the Region V Tournament title game.

Hodge coached for four years at Paris Junior
College, the last three as head coach. In
those three seasons, Hodge led the Dragons
to an 83-17 (.830) record. The Dragons

won two Texas Eastern Athletic Conference
regular-season championships and in 2006-

finished eighth in the NJCAA Tournament.

Between 2003 and 2005, Hodge served as
the assistant men’s basketball coach at Texas
A&M University-Commerce, where he
helped the Lions to the 2004-05 Lone Star
Conference Championship, and a spot in the
NCAA Division II Sweet 16.

Hodge was a two-year starter at Paris Junior
College, where he won the Bobby Walters
Leadership Award in 2001. He finished his
playing career at Texas A&M-Commerce,
where he was honored with the Terry

Allen Award for leadership and positive
representation on and off the court in 2003.

Miller was a part of the second biggest
turnaround in NCAA Division I as the Red
Wolves had a 10-win improvement in 2016-
17.

Before ASU, Miller spent one season as an
assistant coach at University of Nebraska
Omaha. The Mavericks ended the 2015-16
campaign with an appearance in the second
postseason tournament in the Division I era
of the program with an invite to the College
Basketball Invitational.

Omaha, which ranked fourth nationally
in scoring offense (85.3 points per game),
finished third in the Summit League.

Dowling brings 11 years of collegiate
coaching experience to North Texas. Most
recently, he spent a year as an assistant coach
with Grant McCasland at Arkansas State.

Before ASU, Dowling served as the head
coach of the Scotland Performance Institute,
a prep school in Scotland, Pennsylvania.
While with SPI, Dowling developed

several players that went on to earn college
scholarships, including three that signed
with Division I programs.

Prior to SPI, Dowling spent three seasons

at Southern Miss as an assistant coach

and recruiting coordinator. He helped the
Golden Eagles post a three-year record

Hudiburg comes to North Texas after serving as the director of
scouting at Arkansas State last season under Grant McCasland.
Hudiburg joined McCasland’s staff after two years as an assistant
coach at Southwestern Oklahoma State University. While working
for the Bulldogs, Hudiburg helped the program to two confer-
ence tournament appearances and a 33-24 record. The 2014-15
campaign saw SWOSU become the first No. 8 seed to upset the
No. 1 seed in the Great American Conference Tournament. The
Bulldogs finished the 2014-15 campaign ranked No. 3 nationally
in fewest turnovers. Hudiburg helped develop three all-confer-
ence selections in his time with the Bulldogs.

Hudiburg spent the summer of 2015 as a personal assistant and
intern for Phoenix Suns player development coach, Irving Ro-
land. In that role, Hudiburg assisted with offseason and pre-draft
workouts, including individual workouts and skill development
with current Suns players. He also reviewed game film and player
tendencies of Western Conference all-stars.

While working toward his bachelor’s degree at Baylor, Hudiburg
served as a student assistant with the men’s basketball team. He
assisted in player development, scouting reports, equipment
distribution and coordinated film of games and practices. Dur-
ing his four years, Baylor advanced to the postseason four times,
including the 2012 NCAA Elite Eight and 2014 NCAA Sweet 16.
He aided in the development of six NBA draftees in his tenure
with the Bears.

The Mean Green made a triumphant return
to the NCAA Tournament in 2010, the
program’s second berth in four seasons. A
school and conference record four All-Sun
Belt players punched NT’s ticket to the Big
Dance with a 66-63 win over Troy in the SBC

Tournament finals.

In 2007, Johnny Jones and the Mean Green
claimed the program’s first-ever Sun Belt
Conference Tournament title. North Texas
defeated Arkansas State in the championship
and received its first NCAA Tournament bid
since 1988.

Aside from the 1988 Southland Conference
Championship title and NCAA Tournament
run, the Mean Green’s only other post-sea-

(60-37), York (51-49) and Hamline (45-41). After losing to Northwest Missouri State (47-31) in
the semifinals, the Eagles bounced back to claim third place witha 59-54 win over Murray State.
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> Tony Mitchell Drafted by Detroit In 2013

Tony Mitchell rewrote the North Texas shot-blocking records and became

the Mean Green’s highest NBA Draft pick in the process. Mitchell was

taken by the Detroit Pistons with the seventh pick of the second round on

June 27, 2013.

A consensus national top-25 recruit coming out of Dallas’s Pinkston High

School, Mitchell earned numerous All-Sun Belt honors while sending

back 87 blocks in 2012-13 and 157 for his career.

After a standout freshman campaign in which he led the Sun Belt in

scoring (15.9 PPG), rebounding (11.8 RPG), 3-point percentage (47.1)
and blocks (3.1 BPG), Mitchell was named the Sun Belt Freshman of the
