 Allocations for faculty lines 
o We allocated 26 new lines during the last 

academic year, and then when the budget 
came out we were out of money 

o This year we are implementing a new hiring 
framework 

 There will be no new faculty line 
requests during the year 

 The new requests will all come during 
the budget hearings in the Spring 

o Dual career hiring should not influence 
decision 

 People should be brought in on their 
own merit and then a dual career hire 
should be negotiated after the offer is 
made. 

o Colleges still control retired or vacated faculty 



lines. The new process will only affect new 
lines. 

o The new process will also work within 
traditional hiring schedules. 

 Conflicting departmental interpretations of university 
RPT policies/procedures 

o P&T discussions are confidential and should 
not be discussed openly. 

o However, questions with the policy or the 
process should be brought forward and openly 
discussed. 

o We will go through the new process this year 
and debrief afterward. 

o Should there be a prescreening process before 
people are allowed to go up? (For full professor 
and Non-Tenure Track Promotions) 

 Annual review should work for keeping 
tabs on how faculty are progressing 

 It does not fall on only one person to 
decide if someone should go up for a 
promotion. 

o Are documents involved in this process open 
records? 

 They are, but it is advised that 
candidates do not look at them until 
the process is over. 

 However, there is nothing to stop 
someone from looking at documents at 
any time. 

o Advocates can be brought in at any point 
during a negative decision.  

o Some colleges have made decisions to not 
allow advocates 

 If colleges were using a different tool 
and calling it an advocate, this process 
has changed and the name of that 
person has changed. 

 Colleges cannot go against UNT Policy, 
so advocates (as defined by policy) are 
allowed. 

o What is the difference between people going 
up under 15.0 and the current policy? 

 Only the requirements are different. 
 The process will always follow the most 

current policy. 



 The candidate chooses which set of 
requirements the want to use. 

 It is not required that the 
candidate record their name 
with this decision. 

 New Early Career Professorship Award 
o Would someone like a creative writer qualify 

for this award? 
 Yes, because the money can be used for 

anything related to their research. 
o The first award is being given on October 20. 

 This person was chosen by the Provost 
o The next application deadline is February 2. 

 A diverse committee will choose the 
recipient 

o The title given with this award is honorific and 
does not supersede tenure 
application/requirements. 

 All faculty in a unit vote on tenure cases as defined in 
the new policy. 

o This stops small committees making decisions 
for everyone. 

 Student retention 
o We are behind in retention between years 1 

and 2? 
o What can help? 

 More advising 
 Helping students find themselves 

 We want to give them more 
options since they are coming in 
with more credits than ever 

o We are working with 
advisors to start 
offering/advertising 
some 3 year degree 
tracks where possible

  V. Parking and 
Transportation 
Update (Allen

 We are starting to move beyond crisis mode and into 
planning mode 

 One big setback that we are getting corrected is filling 
seven employee vacancies 

 We are noticing F/S lots starting to fill around 2PM. 
We are looking into to helping this 

 UNT is a community of over 43,000 people 

 We have to move from a parking plan to a 
transportation plan 

 Our DCTA contract is up this year and we are looking 
at other options 

o We are communicating with them what we 
want and need if they want to continue 

 Parking garages can be built for $23,000 a space 
o This is not feasible currently. 

 Communication is tricky, but we are trying to improve. 
o We are working to hire a communication 

director. 

 Fouts Field should come down Summer of 2018 
o We hope to build parking there as soon as this 

happens 

 Park mobile 
o This is a success 
o We are moving to a one- hour grace period 

after time expires because we do not want to 
be in the citation business. 

 Introducing VIP parking 
o This will be in a lot by Rawlins Hall 
o  The person can park, then we will pick up and 

take to where they are going, round trip. 
 We hope that this can be done by an 

app soon 

 Union Garage 
o We are using this also as overflow parking 

when Fouts Field parking is full 

 Buses no longer run through the center of campus 

 Free parking 
o Park at MedPark station and take the train 

and/or bus to downtown and campus. 

 2017-2018 Planning 
o Going to Multimodal system 
o Bringing in bike share 
o We are going to encourage other type of 

transport than just driving 



 Pricing 
o We are doing OK by our peers. 
o We know we cannot raise prices right now 

 Concerns 
o Garage parking disappears when it rains 

 We will be patrolling this more and 
issuing placards to people who actually 
paid to park there. 

 We want ideas, please let us know how we can make 
things better 

 Why is the cost of the garage the same as a regular A 
space? 

o We knew people would take advantage of this 
and it would free up spaces across campus. 

 When driving around looking for and F/S space, there 
are a lot of A spaces open 

o We need to look at this and with new camera 
systems we should be able to utilize spaces 
better. 

 Where is the parking budget 
o We were up $60,000 last year because of Park 

Mobile 
 This money went toward installing new 

lighting by Victory 
o The Board has authorized a $12 million bond 

for new lots 
o DCTA gets $3.3 million a year. 
o UNT Police get around $3 million a year. 

 How are you going to manage a multi modal system 
o We are looking into various systems. 
o V-bikes are a chaos system and we do not like 

that kind of system 
o There is a bike committee looking into how to 

specifically work with cyclists.
