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Making Your Course Available

By default, your course is unavailable to your students enrolled. The word unavailable will appear next
to your course title. Students cannot access unavailable courses regardless of the term’s start date and
end date. In order for your students to see the course on their course list on the first day of the
semester, you’ll need to change the course’s availability.
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3. Set Course Duration

Duration Stant Date: Monday, January 14, 2013
End Date: Friday, May 17, 2012

After you’ve made this change, your course title will reflect the date that the students will be able to
access your course. Changing this setting will not allow students to access your course until the term
start and end dates listed under Duration. The term duration is automatically set beginning on the
first date of the semester and ending on week after final exams.
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
