
Sports Journalism Certification 

The UNT Mayborn School of Journalism's certificate in Sports Journalism is designed to enhance 
the writing, reporting, broadcast and multimedia skills for careers in the field of sports 
journalism. 

To qualify, students must have journalism major status.  
Students must have a minimum of 3.0 UNT GPA to apply for this certificate program and must 
maintain a minimum 3.0 UNT GPA to complete the certificate. 
The certificate requires 16 hours of coursework in the Mayborn School of Journalism.
