2016-2017, all new full-time teaching assistantships and fellowships covered 3 hours of tuition and
fees for master's students, and 6 hours of tuition and fees for doctoral students. These full-time
assistantships and fellowships also included an employment waiver, allowing for non-Texas resident

to pay in-state tuition. ++*

In-state tuition and fees at UNT averaged $10,905/year (15 hours per semester) for undergraduates

and $7,165/year (9 hours per semester) for graduates
