First Year Texas Tech ‘92

Head Coach Tony Benford

One of the nation’s most respected assistant coaches, Tony Benford, has taken the reigns of the North Texas men’s 
basketball program.

A veteran of 20 years in Division I basketball and 14 postseason appearances, Benford served as the associate head 
coach under Buzz Williams at Marquette last season; his fourth year with the Golden Eagles. During his time at 
Marquette, Benford helped recruit and coach six All-Big East players, including 2012 Big East Player of the Year Jae 
Crowder.

Tabbed by Basketball Times, Fox Sports and Hoop Scoop as one of the country’s top assistant coaches, Benford also 
spent time at Nebraska (2006-08), Arizona State (1998-06) and New Mexico (1992-98) developing some of the nation’s 
most talented players. 

“I couldn’t be more excited about the opportunity of taking over the basketball program at North Texas,” Benford said. 
“I would like to thank Rick Villarreal and President V. Lane Rawlins for this opportunity, and Johnny Jones for doing 
such a great job in making North Texas a winner. My philosophy is all about the players, and we will do everything in 
ensure that our players grow in the classroom, the community and on the court.” 

In his career Benford recruited and coached fi ve NBA fi rst-round draft  picks: Garland, Texas; Ike Diogu (Arizona St., ’05), 
Charles Smith (New Mexico, ’97), Kenny Th omas (New Mexico, ’99), Lazar Hayward (Marquette, ‘10) and Jimmy Butler 
(Marquette, ’11), as well as three second-round picks in Eddie House (Arizona St., ‘00), Tommy Smith (Arizona St., ’03) and 
Jeff  Pendergraph (Arizona St., ‘09).

A native of Hobbs, N.M., Benford played collegiately at Texas Tech and was the catalyst for the Red Raiders Southwest 
Conference regular-season and tournament titles in 1985, and their 1986 SWC Tournament championship. He earned 
All-Southwest Conference and SWC Tournament MVP honors as a senior. Th e Boston Celtics selected Benford in the 
fourth round of the 1986 NBA Draft , and he played professionally in Holland for the 1986-87 season.

With Williams and Benford at the helm at Marquette, the Golden Eagles have reached the NCAA Tournament’s Sweet 
16 in each of the last two years. Marquette was ranked No. 11 in the fi nal AP poll of 2012, and ranked 31st in the 
country in scoring off ense with an average of 75.4 points per game. MU won at least 20 games and reached the NCAA 
Tournament in each of Benford’s four years with the program. 

Before arriving at Marquette, he had spent the previous two campaigns at Nebraska under head coach Doc Sadler. Th e 
Huskers collected 37 total victories in the two seasons, highlighted by a trip to the National Invitation Tournament in 
2008. Th e squad posted 20 wins in 2007-08, just the 12th 20-win campaign in the program’s 112-year history. North 
Texas forward Alonzo Edwards was recruited to Nebraska by Benford prior to transferring to Denton. 

Benford served on the Arizona State bench as an assistant coach for his fi rst six years in Tempe before being named 
associate head coach for his last two seasons with the Sun Devils. Benford helped the Sun Devils to four postseason 
appearances during his tenure, including earning a spot in the second round of the 2003 NCAA Tournament. While 
at ASU, Benford recruited Keith Wooden and George Odufuwa to Phoenix before the pair transferred to North Texas 
and went on to start a combined 143 games for the Mean Green. 

In six seasons with New Mexico, Benford helped the Lobos reach fi ve NCAA Tournament bids while winning 73.2 
percent of their games (139-51 record). New Mexico picked up a pair of Western Athletic Conference tournament 
titles in 1993 and 1996, and a regular-season championship in 1994. During his stint with the Lobos, Benford coached 
the top four scorers in program history, including all-time leading scorer in Kenny Th omas. 

As a prep all-star, Benford was a Converse All-American and the New Mexico Player of the Year aft er pouring in 27.5 
points per game as a senior at Hobbs High School. He led Hobbs to the state title in his fi nal season, earning MVP 
honors of the state championship tournament aft er posting 29 points in the title game.

A veteran of more than 40 years in college basketball, 
former Arizona State and Mississippi head coach Rob 
Evans has joined Tony Benford and the North Texas 
coaching staff  as associate head coach.

As a head coach, Evans led six of his 14 teams to 
postseason bids, and owns a 205-201 overall record in 
helping to rebuild the ASU and Ole Miss programs. 
Evans comes to North Texas aft er four years as an 
assistant at Arkansas followed by a one-year stay at 
TCU in 2012.

Th e move to North Texas reunites Evans and Benford, 
who share a 30-plus year friendship in basketball. 

Evans recruited Benford to play at Texas Tech, and 
later the duo coached the Sun Devils together for 
eight seasons (1998-06) – the last two of which saw 
Benford promoted to associate head coach. 

In 2003, Arizona State recorded its fi rst 20-win season 
since 1995, and advanced to the second round of the 
NCAA Tournament.  ASU also qualifi ed for the NIT 
in 2000, 2002 and 2005.

“We are very fortunate to have a coach of the caliber 
of Rob Evans joining our program,” Benford said. “He 
has been my mentor for years, and his success in over 
four decades of college basketball speaks for itself. 
Rob Evans is one of the most respected coaches in 
the nation on and off  the fl oor, and I couldn’t be more 
excited to be working with him again.”

At Ole Miss, Evans took over a program with just one 
winning season in the previous nine years and only 
one NCAA Tournament bid in its history. He led the 
Rebels to a 14-13 mark in 1994 during his second 
season, marking the program’s fi rst winning season in 
seven years, followed by SEC Western Division titles 
and back-to-back NCAA Tournament bids for the 
fi rst time in 1997 and 1998. 

Th e consecutive 20-win seasons were the fi rst for Ole 
Miss since 1937 and 1938. Evans was named SEC 
Coach of the Year and CollegeInsider.com National 
Coach of the Year in 1997.

He led the Rebels to a pair of SEC Western Division 
titles and NCAA Tournament bids before guiding 
ASU to postseason tournament appearances in three 
of his last fi ve years.

“I have a tremendous amount of aff ection and respect 
for Tony Benford and what he has started at North 
Texas, I couldn’t be more excited to be on board,” 
Evans said. 

“We have shared a tremendous relationship ever since 
I recruited him to play for Texas Tech, and when 
he was a part of my staff  at Arizona State and that 
continues today now that he is one of the best and 
brightest up-and-coming coaches in the business. 

My wife, Carolyn, and I are really looking forward to 
moving to Denton and getting started.”

From 2007-11 Evans served as an assistant at Arkan-
sas. Among the highlights during his tenure with the 
Razorbacks included reaching the fi nals of the SEC 
Tournament and advancing to the second round of 
the NCAA Tournament in his fi rst season with the 
program in 2008.

Th e Hobbs, N.M., native was a collegiate assistant for 
24 years before taking over the Ole Miss program. He 
was an assistant to Eddie Sutton at Oklahoma State in 
1991 and 1992 aft er spending 15 years at Texas Tech 
(1976-90). He started his coaching career by spending 
seven seasons under Lou Henson at New Mexico 
State (1969-75), his alma mater.

As an assistant at New Mexico State, Evans helped the 
Aggies earn four NCAA Tournament bids in seven 
years with a trip to the Final Four in 1970. He also 
coached the freshman teams to a combined record of 
90-15 during his tenure. Eight of his teams at Texas 
Tech won 17 or more games with three Southwest 
Conference Tournament titles and three NCAA 
Tournament bids, while Oklahoma State reached the 
Sweet 16 both years with Evans on staff .

Evans was a standout athlete prior to his time on the 
sidelines. He was the fi rst All-American at Lubbock 
Christian College in 1966 before moving on to New 
Mexico State, where he captained the Aggies to a 
pair of NCAA Tournament berths. NMSU’s 1967 
team lost to Elvin Hayes and Houston in the NCAA 
Tournament, while the 1968 squad beat Dick Motta 
and Weber State before falling to eventual national 
champion UCLA and Lew Alcindor.

A multi-sport star, Evans was draft ed out of high 
school by the Colt 45s, which eventually became the 
Houston Astros. Following college, he signed as a free 
agent with the Dallas Chaparrals of the American 
Basketball Association and with the Oakland Raiders 
as a receiver.

Evans, who was selected NMSU’s most outstanding 
athlete in 1967 and has been named to the school’s 
all-time basketball team, was inducted into the Aggie 
Athletic Hall of Fame in 1993. 

In 1991, he was elected by his peers to be president 
of the National Association of Assistant Basketball 
Coaches, was inducted into the Lubbock Christian 
Hall of Fame in 1990, the Las Cruces, N.M., Hall of 
Fame in 1989, presented the Texas Tech Outstand-
ing Achievement Award for 1986-87 and selected as 
NMSU’s School of Education Alumnus of the Year 
in 1994.

First Year New Mexico State ‘68
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Asst. Coach Bart Lundy

A veteran of 211 head coaching victories, Bart Lundy 
has joined Tony Benford’s North Texas men’s basket-
ball coaching staff .

Lundy served the last three seasons as the Director of 
Basketball Operations at Marquette, and owns a 211-
128 (.622) record as the head coach at High Point and 
Queens University of Charlotte.

“I’m extremely excited to have Bart Lundy as a part 
of this staff ,” said Benford. “He has tremendous 
character, is a great father, person and coach. Coach 
Lundy is the type of person that we want around our 
program. He has had tremendous success as a head 
coach, and we are very fortunate to have him here at 
North Texas.”

When he claimed his 200th win on February 27, 
2008, Lundy became one of the youngest coaches in 
NCAA history to reach that milestone. His career 
winning percentage also placed him in the top-10 
percent among active coaches in the country.

Lundy arrived in Milwaukee aft er serving for six 
seasons as head coach at High Point. He compiled 
an overall record of 96-87 and guided the program 
to numerous individual and team accolades. During 
his tenure, the Panthers set school records for NCAA 
Division I wins in a season, conference victories, road 
wins and RPI ranking.

“I’m excited about the opportunity here at North 
Texas, and I’m just as excited to be working for a 
man of the character and abilities of Tony Benford,” 
said Lundy. “I’m grateful for the opportunity, and I 
want to do everything possible to make North Texas 
basketball and coach Benford a huge success.”

Th e Galax, Va., native collected the top-rated Big 
South recruiting classes on fi ve occasions at HPU 
and has developed multiple student-athletes into all-
conference caliber performers. 

Honors collected by Royals players under Lundy’s 
supervision include player of the year (3), defensive 
player of the year and the league’s all-time leading 
rebounder (Arizona Reid). 

Lundy was tabbed the Big South Coach of the Year 
by several publications in 2004 aft er leading the team 
to a 19-11 overall record and an appearance in the 
league’s conference tournament championship game 
in his fi rst season. He was also tabbed the nation’s 

top rookie coach that season by CollegeInsider.com 
aft er his team posted a 13-win improvement from the 
previous year.

Previous to High Point, Lundy compiled an overall 
record of 115-41 in fi ve seasons at Queens. His tenure 
included a pair of NCAA Division II Elite Eight 
appearances and one trip to the Final Four in 2003. 
He recruited and coached fi ve All-America selec-
tions, including the 2003 national player of the year 
(Spencer Ross).

Lundy was tabbed the Carolinas-Virginia Athletic 
Conference Coach of the Year in 2001 and was also 
named the NCAA East Region Coach of the Year that 
season. Th e Royals claimed the league title in four of 
his fi ve years on the bench and shattered the school 
record for victories in a season (29 in 2002-03) on 
three occasions.

In the classroom during his decade as a head coach, 
90 percent of the student-athletes under Lundy 
earned their degrees and 100 percent were on track to 
graduate entering their fi nal season of eligibility. 

Highly involved in the profession and the community, 
he has served on NCAA and NABC committees while 
also working with the YMCA and Boys & Girls Club.

His career at Queens included a three-year stint 
(1995-97) as an assistant coach under Dale Layer.

A 1994 graduate of Winthrop, Lundy was a player at 
UNC Pembroke and Lenoir-Rhyne before starting his 
coaching career. Lundy was an assistant at Winthrop 
for three years (1993-95) under head coach Dan 
Kenney before becoming an assistant at Queens. He 
earned his master’s degree from Winthrop in 1998.

Lundy is the proud father of three sons: Ian, Kellen 
and Alec.

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Asst. Coach David Anwar

Tony Benford has completed his coaching staff 
with the addition of former Nebraska assistant and 
12-year coaching veteran David Anwar.

Anwar spent the last six seasons with the Corn-
huskers, including five years as an assistant coach 
and one season as the director of basketball 
operations in 2010-11. The move reunites Benford 
and Anwar, who spent the 2006-07 and 2007-08 
seasons together as assistant coaches under Doc 
Sadler.

“Every coach that we have brought on board here 
at North Texas is a person that I fully trust, and 
has great loyalty,” Benford said. “David Anwar fits 
that bill perfectly. He has always shared great rela-
tionships with his players, has done a great job on 
the floor and has recruited Texas very well. We are 
very fortunate to have coach Anwar joining us.”

Anwar worked with the wings and post players for 
most of his time at Nebraska, helping the Huskers 
to the postseason in three of the last five seasons. 
He played a major role in NU ranking among the 
top 25 nationally in scoring defense in both 2007-
08 and 2008-09. 

The Huskers also showed the ability to score from 
long distance in 2009-10, as Eshaunte Jones (40-
of-92,  43.5 percent), Ryan Anderson (54-of-126, 
42.9 percent) and Brandon Ubel (11-of-21, 53.4 
percent) helped Nebraska set a school record and 
rank 15th nationally in 3-point percentage (39.7 
percent).

“I’m very excited to be working with coach 
Benford again,” Anwar said. “He’s one of the na-
tion’s top up-and-coming coaches, and a first-rate 
recruiter and coach. Most importantly, I look 
forward to working with a close friend.”

Working primarily with the Nebraska guards in 
his first year, Anwar’s guidance helped the Husk-
ers power to the second-highest 3-point total in 
school history with 244 treys in 2006-07.

Off the court, Anwar was instrumental in recruit-
ing, helping Nebraska reel in arguably its top-rated 
class in the Big 12 era. The Huskers’ eight-man 
recruiting class for 2007 was ranked among the 
top 25 in the nation by at least three major scout-
ing services, including ESPN.com’s Bob Gibbons 

(21st), CSTV.com’s Van Coleman (12th) and 
HoopScoopOnline.com’s Clark Francis (5th).

Prior to Nebraska, Anwar served two seasons 
under Sadler at UTEP as the Miners’ director of 
operations. He was responsible for the program’s 
budget, scheduling and practice management. An-
war also oversaw the administrative staff and as-
sisted with special projects, camps and on-campus 
recruiting while helping Sadler and the Miners 
reach the 2005 NCAA Tournament and 2006 NIT.

Before joining the UTEP program, Anwar served 
as an assistant coach at Arkansas-Fort Smith 
for four seasons, including the final three under 
Sadler. Anwar had on-court and practice responsi-
bilities and also served as the recruiting coordina-
tor.  Arkansas-Fort Smith earned a 101-29 record 
with Anwar on the bench, including a pair of top-
seven national finishes in 2001 (fifth) and 2002 
(seventh). The team won the Bi-State Conference 
East league title each of his three seasons under 
Sadler and produced numerous all-conference 
players on the court and in the classroom.

Anwar has helped several programs earn a suc-
cessful record of academic success, including 
helping more than 20 players move on to four-year 
schools from Arkansas-Fort Smith.

Earlier in his career, Anwar helped more than 40 
high school and prep players earn a spot on Divi-
sion I or II rosters while serving as a coach in his 
native Philadelphia and in Massachusetts.

A native of Philadelphia, Anwar earned a bach-
elor’s degree in special education and sociology 
from Fitchburg State in 1998 and added a master’s 
degree in sports management/sports leadership 
from Virginia Commonwealth in 2004.

A 20-year veteran of college basketball, Jeff Luster has been the North Texas basketball program’s direc-
tor of operations since Sept. 14, 2010.

Luster is responsible for the day-to-day operations of the Mean Green, which includes travel logistics, 
meals, camps and budgeting, as well as video operations and special projects.

In each of Luster’s two years at North Texas he has helped the Mean Green reach the finals of the Sun 
Belt Conference Tournament, and average 20 wins per season.

An original member of Neil Dougherty’s staff at TCU, Luster spent six seasons with the Horned Frogs 
before arriving at NT, including three years as the director of basketball operations and three as an as-
sistant coach.

Overall, Luster has spent 20 years in college basketball as a player, coach and operations director. Prior 
to his stay at TCU, he served at Colorado as the director of basketball operations for the 2001-02 season, 
and was also an assistant at Air Force in 1999-00.

He served as the associate head coach at his alma mater, Tabor College (Kan.), where Luster helped lead 
the Bluejays to the 2001 NAIA Sweet 16 in his lone season.

A standout player in his own right, Luster was a Second-Team All-Kansas Collegiate Athletic Conference 
guard. He graduated from Tabor in 1996 with his bachelor’s in physical education while spending the 
1995-96 campaign as a student assistant coach.

Luster also spent a season each at Central College (Kan.), McPherson College (Kan.) and Lamar Com-
munity College (Kan.) as an assistant coach in between his two stays at Tabor.

Born June 2, 1971, in Colorado Springs, Colo., Luster graduated from Littleton High School in 1990. He 
and his wife, Shay, have three children: Taylor, Payton and Cooper.

The Mean Green made a triumphant return 
to the NCAA Tournament in 2010, the 
program’s second berth in four seasons. A 
school and conference record four All-Sun 
Belt players punched NT’s ticket to the Big 
Dance with a 66-63 win over Troy in the SBC 
Tournament finals.

In 2007, Johnny Jones and the Mean Green 
claimed the program’s first-ever Sun Belt 
Conference Tournament title. North Texas 
defeated Arkansas State in the champion-
ship and received its NCAA Tournament bid 
since 1988.

Aside from the 1988 Southland Conference 
Championship title and NCAA Tournament 
run, the Mean Green’s only other post-sea-
son appearance occured in 1943 when it won 
the Lone Star Conference and advanced to 
the NAIA national tournament.

North Texas has claimed four conference 
tournament MVP awards, the latest of which 
went to George Odufuwa in 2010. Calvin 
Watson led NT to the 2007 SBC title and 
earned MVP honors. Mean Green legends 
Tony Worrell and Kenneth Lyons were 
named Southland Conference MVPs in 1983 
and 1988, respectively.

Th e 2009-10 campaign saw a school-record 24 wins, a school and conference record four All-Sun 
Belt honorees and the program’s fourth straight 20-win season - not to mention NT’s second Sun 
Belt title and NCAA Tournament bid in the last four seasons. With its 66-63 win over Troy, North 
Texas earned a No. 15 seed and faced No. 2 Kansas State in Oklahoma City’s Ford Center. Th e Wild-
cats ended the Mean Green’s year with an 82-62 win, but the campaign will go down as perhaps the 
fi nest in NT history.

(60-37), York (51-49) and Hamline (45-41). Aft er losing to Northwest Missouri State (47-31) in 
the semifi nals, the Eagles bounced back to claim third place witha 59-54 win over Murray State.
