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Two years into his rebuilding project, North Texas head football coach Dan 
McCarney is beginning to see familiar signs of a program on the mend. 
He saw it at Iowa when he coached for Hall of Fame head coach Hayden 
Fry, where they took a team from the bottom of the Big 10 to a conference 
championship and Rose Bowl appearance.

He saw it at Wisconsin, where McCarney went with Barry Alvarez, taking a downtrodden program and 
turning it into a Big 10 champion and Rose Bowl winner. And he saw it up close at Iowa State where he took a 
team that was winless the year before his arrival and turned it into program that went to fi ve bowl games in his 
last seven years. 

 According to McCarney, the signs of a turnaround are beginning to emerge at North Texas. He sees a team 
that invites discipline and accountability. He sees a team that doesn’t hold a sense of entitlement. He sees 
a team that understands that academic success can translate to success on the fi eld. He sees a team that has 
mastered the intangibles of success: eff ort, toughness and the ability to communicate. Lastly he sees a team 
taking ownership in the turnaround, understanding that they will be the ones that initiate the change in 
culture.   

He has also won some games along the way. None of the previous four North Texas coaches won more games 
in their fi rst two years than McCarney. McCarney’s seven wins at Apogee Stadium in his fi rst two years is the 
best start by a North Texas coach at home since Rod Rust won eight home games in 1967 and 1968. 

He defeated a Big 10 Conference opponent for the fi rst time in school history. He defeated a team that won 
nine games and a New Orleans Bowl championship in Louisiana-Lafayette. He gave the No. 5 team in the 
nation and Big 12 Conference champion Kansas State one of its toughest games of the year.   

Th e academic improvement under McCarney is perhaps more impressive than what has happened on the 
fi eld. Th e football team GPA for the fall of 2012 was the highest it has ever been since the measurement began 
being recorded in the mid-1990s. McCarney had more than half his team make the honor roll last fall, with 45 
players earning a 3.0 or higher.

With more than 30 years of college coaching experience, including 13 years as head coach at Iowa State 
University, McCarney, 59, is an established leader. He came to North Texas aft er serving as the assistant head 
coach at the University of Florida where he had been since 2008.  

McCarney began his coaching career at the University of Iowa, where he was an assistant under Fry for 11 
years. He continued his career as the defensive coordinator at the University of Wisconsin under Alvarez, 
directing some of the best defensive teams in that schools history. 

In his 11 years with Fry at Iowa, their teams went to eight bowl games aft er not having a winning season the 
previous 19 years. At Wisconsin, McCarney helped turn a team that had won 10 games in fi ve years into a Big 
10 Conference championship and Rose Bowl appearance in his fourth year.   

McCarney took over as head coach at Iowa State in 1995, assuming responsibility of a program that had 
enjoyed just three winning seasons in the 16 years prior to his arrival. 

Th e year before McCarney became head coach at Iowa State, the Cyclones suff ered through an 0-10-1 record. 
His rebuilding process at Iowa State took fi ve years, but, in his sixth season, he became the fi rst head coach in 
the previous 94 years at Iowa State to win nine games in a season and gave the Cyclones their fi rst-ever bowl 
victory and fi rst bowl appearance in 23 years. 

McCarney led Iowa State to fi ve bowl games from 2000-05 and was named Big 12 Conference Coach of the 
Year in 2004 when his team earned a Big 12 North co-championship. In 119 years of football at Iowa State, 
only 17 teams have won seven or more games in a season and McCarney coached fi ve of those. 

McCarney remains the longest-tenured (141 games) and winningest (56 victories) head football coach in Iowa 
State history. His overall record in 13 years as the Cyclones head coach is 61-92.
Aft er leaving Iowa State, McCarney spent one season as the assistant head coach at the University of South 
Florida, where his defensive line ranked third in the nation in tackles for loss. From 2008-10 at the University 
of Florida, McCarney helped guide the team to two Southeastern Conference Championship games and three 
bowl appearances. 

His 2008 Florida team fi nished with a 13-1 record and won the BCS National Championship behind a defense 
that ranked fourth in the nation in scoring defense and ninth nationally in total defense. 
In all, McCarney has coached in 20 bowl games in 35 years as a collegiate coach, fi ve of which are current BCS 
bowls. He has coached 22 players that have been draft ed by the NFL, including nine that have gone in the fi rst 
three rounds.

McCarney is a 1975 graduate of the University of Iowa where he was a three-year letterman on the off ensive 
line and a team captain in 1974. He is married to his wife Margy and has three children, Jillian, Melanie and 
Shane.

NEW ORLEANS, La. -- North Texas’ bid to win its 
second straight New Orleans Bowl fell short with a 
27-17 loss to Memphis at the Superdome.

With the loss, North Texas’ win streak was snapped 
at eight games and its overall bowl record dropped 
to 2-4.

Th e Mean Green took the game’s opening kickoff  and 
marched 51 yards before settling for a 47-yard fi eld 
goal to begin the scoring in the opening quarter.

Memphis responded with a 66-yard touchdown drive 
to take a lead it would never relenquish with 6:57 to 
play in the fi rst quarter. Th e Tigers added another 
touchdown and a fi eld goal in the second quarter to 
take a 17-3 halft ime lead.

North Texas cut the lead to seven twice in the second 
half, both on touchdown runs by Sun Belt Conference 
Off ensive Player of the Year Patrick Cobbs. Cobbs 
broke a 35-yard touchdown late in the third quarter 
to cut the lead to 17-10, but Memphis came back with 
a touchdown of its own in the fourth quarter to seal 
the victory.

Cobbs led all rushers with 110 yards and two touch-
downs and secured his place as the nation’s leading 
rusher and nation’s leading scorer. It was Cobbs’ ninth 
straight game with over 100 yards rushing. 

North Texas also held Memphis to just 88 yards rush-
ing, which was the Tiger’s lowest output of the season 
and the eighth Mean Green opponent held below the 
century mark of the year.

Darren McCaleb missed
two fi eld goals in the third quarter from distances 
of 33 and 42 yards.

North Texas won the turnover battle, 2-0, in
the fi rst half but was only able to convert on
one of those opportunities.

North Texas got outstanding eff orts in all phases of 
the game. Th e defense came up with a season-best 
fi ve interceptions while the off ense rode the legs of 
Galbreath for his eighth 100-yard rushing perfor-
mance of the season.

And on special teams, Ja’Mel Branch set up a 
touchdown with a 36-yard kickoff  return, Patrick 
Cobbs had a 50-yard kickoff  return and punter Brad 
Kadlubar nailed fi ve of seven punts inside the 20-yard 
line.

Junior defensive back Jeremy Pearl highlighted the 
Mean Green’s defensive play, returning his fi rst career 
interception 27 yards for a touchdown in the second 
quarter that gave North Texas the lead for good.

Also pulling down interceptions for the Mean Green 
were defensive backs Don McGee and Markeith 
Knowlton in the fi rst quarter, linebacker Chris Hurd 
in the second and linebacker Cody Spencer in the 
third.

Galbreath took home the game’s Most Valuable Player 
trophy aft er rushing 28 times for 130 yards and one 
touchdown.

Th e winning score capped a 67-yard drive by the 
Eagles. North Texas led 7-0 at the half thanks to 
a 58-yard interception return for a touchdown by 
Ned McNeil.

Th e Eagles won despite being out-gained 274 to 
94. Th e Eagles also had to play most of the game 
without starting quarterback Fred McCain, who 
was kicked out of the game in the fi rst quarter for 
fi ghting.

For Stagg, the inventor of the T-formation, it was 
the only bowl game that he would coach during 
his 57 years as a college coach. Stagg became a 
head coach at Springfi eld College in 1890 and 
ammassed a career record of 329-190-35, which 
ranks third among all college coaches in career 
games coached. His Hall of Fame career came to a 
close with a loss at the hands of the Eagels.

All-Pro Selections
“Mean” Joe Greene
Greene played for the Pittsburgh Steelers from 1969-81. He was a Pro Bowl 
selection 10 times and was the NFL Rookie of the Year in 1969. He recorded 66 
quarterback sacks in his career and is regarded as one of the greatest defensive 
tackles in the history of the NFL. Th e anchor of the famed “Steel Curtain” defense 
that led the Pittsburgh Steelers to four Super Bowl titles, he was inducted into 
the NFL Hall of Fame in 1987. Greene was inducted into the National Football 
Foundation College Football Hall of Fame in 1983. He was the fourth player 
selected in the 1969 NFL Draft  aft er earning All-America honors at North Texas 
in 1968. 

Abner Haynes
Haynes made his mark at North Texas as one of the fi rst African-Americans to 
play college football in the southwest in 1957. He was an All-America pick in 1959 
and signed with the Dallas Texans of the AFL aft er leading North Texas to the 
Sun Bowl. He was named AFL Player of the Year in 1960 and helped the Texans to 
the 1962 AFL Title. Haynes rushed for over 4,500 yards during his pro career and 
was an AFL All-Star from 1960-63. He had his number retired by the Kansas City 
Chiefs in 1988 and received the NCAA Silver Anniversary Award in 1985. In 2008, 
he was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of Fame.

Brian Waters
Waters has been one of the top off ensive linemen in the NFL for several years, 
making four trips to the Pro Bowl and being named All-Pro twice. He was the 
recipient of the prestigious Walter Payton NFL Man of Year Award in 2009, being 
recognized for his charitable contributions in addition to his performance on the 
fi eld. Waters was an undraft ed free agent in 1999 before signing with and spending 
his entire career with the Kansas City Chiefs where he has been since 2000.  

Ray Renfro
Renfro spent 12 years in the National Football League, all with the Cleveland 
Browns from 1952-1963. Renfro was a three-time selection to the Pro Bowl in 
1953, 57 and 1960. He was draft ed 48th overall in the 1952 NFL draft  aft er a 
successful career at North Texas where he was named fi rst team All-America 
running back by the Associated Press in 1951. 

J.T. Smith
Smith earned his reputation in the NFL as one of the premiere punt returners of 
his time. Smith was selected to two Pro Bowl games and was once named fi rst 
team All-Pro for his returning prowess, which he led the league with in both 1979 
and 1980. He also led the NFL in receptions in 1987 as a member of the St. Louis 
Rams. Smith played 13 years with three diff erent teams, including seven years 
with the Kansas City Chiefs, where he fi nished as the team’s all-time leader in punt 
returns. 

Cedric Hardman
Hardman played 12 years in the NFL, 10 with the San Francisco 49ers and two 
with the Oakland Raiders. Hardman was a fi rst round draft  pick (ninth overall) of 
the 49ers in 1970 and was a two-time Pro Bowl selection in 1971 and 1975. He is 
still the all-time sacks leader for the 49ers and was a member of the Raiders 1981 
Super Bowl Championship team.
