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T.J. Hubbard 
enters his sixth 
season as head 
coach of the 

North Texas soft ball team aft er serving as an assistant 
coach for the Mean Green from 2003-07.

In each of his fi ve years at the helm, Hubbard has led 
the Mean Green to greater success and 2012 was no 
diff erent. 

Th e 2012 team won eight of its last 10 games to 
secure the program’s second winning season at 28-
26-1. Faced with one of its toughest schedules, North 
Texas struggled against the nationally-ranked teams 
but won the majority of its games at home and set a 
program best in conference play.

North Texas entered the conference tournament in 
Boca Raton, Florida on a six-game winning streak 
as the No. 4 seed. Aft er dropping the opening game 
against WKU, North Texas responded with two wins 
and lost in the semi-fi nals to top-seeded Louisiana-
Lafayette. Th e third-place fi nish tied a program best.

Th e 28 wins were the second-most victories compiled 
in a single-season in school history and the 26 losses 
the second fewest. Only the 2010 team accomplished 
more than the 2012 squad. In conference play, North 
Texas set a program record with 13 wins.

Th e Mean Green continued its great play at home at 
Lovelace Stadium in 2012. North Texas posted a 15-
5-1 record in Denton and a 14-4-1 mark at Lovelace 
Stadium. Th e fi ve losses are the fewest at home in 
program history and the 14-4-1 is the best winning 
percentage at its home stadium.

In 2011, North Texas set a school record for home 
wins with 17 and won the Courtyard Classic at 
Lovelace Stadium. Th e Mean Green also defeated 
three nationally-ranked teams (Baylor, Missouri and 
Louisiana-Lafayette) at home. 

Since the Mean Green started playing at Lovelace 
Stadium in 2007, North Texas has posted an 81-61 
record at home. 

Hubbard picked up his 100th career win in 2011, 
becoming the fi rst soft ball coach at North Texas to 
accomplish that feat. 

One of Hubbard’s fi rst recruiting classes as head 
coach fi nished their collegiate careers in 2011 and left  
their mark as one of the most impressive classes in 
school history.

Mallory Cantler set the career doubles and multiple-
hit records in 2011. She left  North Texas holding 
fi ve career batting records and four batting season 
records. Cantler is listed in the top 3 of 11 career 
records. Mariza Martinez set the career runs record in 
2011. She left  North Texas holding two career batting 
records. Martinez is listed in the top 3 of 14 career 
records.

Under Hubbard’s tutelage as both a head and assistant 
coach, 13 North Texas players have been named all-
conference, seven have been selected to the Sun Belt 
All-Tournament Team and 15 players were named 
conference player of the week in the last nine years.

Cantler became the fi rst North Texas soft ball player 
to be named to the all-conference team all four years. 
She was a three-time fi rst-team performer and was 
named to the second team in 2011.

For the fi rst time, the Mean Green had three players 
named to the All-Sun Belt team in 2010. Cantler was 
named to the fi rst team, while Martinez was named 
to the second team a second straight time. Ashley Lail 
became the fi rst North Texas pitcher to receive all-
conference honors aft er being named to the second 
team.

Th e 2010 season was one of the best in school history. 

North Texas recorded many fi rsts in 2010: its fi rst 
winning season (29-20), the most wins in school 
history (29), a school-record 52 home runs. Th e Mean 
Green also picked up big wins against nationally-
ranked opponents: No. 15 Texas and No. 24 Baylor. 
North Texas posted its highest fi nish in the Sun 
Belt (third) and tied its best fi nish in the conference 
tournament (2-2, third).

Under Hubbard, North Texas has continued its 
emphasis on off ensive production and stellar defense. 
North Texas has hit 42 or more home runs in six of 
the nine years of the program. Th e Mean Green set a 
team record in 2010 with 52 total home runs. 

In 2009, North Texas became the fastest team to reach 
the 20-win mark, posted the second-most wins and 
the best winning percentage in school history. 

Th e Mean Green has also become a force on the base 
paths. In 2009, NT stole the second-most bases in 
school history with 56. Mariza Martinez and Megan 
Rupp stole the second-most bases in individual 
school history with 16.  Martinez left  the program as 
the school’s all-time stolen base leader.

Also in 2009, Martinez became the fi rst North Texas 
player to be named to the Louisville Slugger/NFCA 
All-Central Region First Team.

In his fi rst season at the helm of North Texas in 2008, 
Hubbard led the Mean Green to a then school-record 
27 wins and its best fi nish at the Sun Belt Conference 
Tournament. 

Susan Waters was one of the Mean Green’s most 
decorated players. As a senior in 2007, she was one of 
the nation’s home run leaders, fi nishing 14th in home 
runs per game (.30). Her 17 home runs was one shy 
of tying her single-season school record. Th e two-
time fi rst-team All-Sun Belt honoree left  the program 
holding 13 single-season and 15 career records, 
including the career home run record.

Katya Muller was a two-time fi rst-team All-Sun Belt 
honoree at shortstop. She left  North Texas in 2008 as 
the program’s leading hit leader.

Hubbard has been a part of Mean Green soft ball from 
the very beginning. Hired as an assistant coach in 
August of 2003, Hubbard helped fi eld the very fi rst 
North Texas team in 2004.

As an assistant, Hubbard worked primarily with the 
hitters and the infi eld. In 2007, the Mean Green was 
ranked No. 1 in the NCAA in double plays per game 
(0.60). NT fi nished tied for fi rst nationally in total 
double plays with a school-record 35 turns.

head coach
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From the start in 2004, Hubbard and North Texas has taken pride in its defense. 
In 2004, North Texas was ranked second in the NCAA with 30 double plays while 
averaging 0.38 double plays per game, which was tied for 10th in the nation. Th e 
Mean Green in 2006 fi nished fi rst in the Sun Belt Conference with 23 double plays, 
while its 0.38 per game average was ranked 28th in the NCAA. In 2008, North 
Texas fi nished 47th in the NCAA with a 0.33 per game average.

Prior to his arrival at North Texas, Hubbard was the assistant soft ball coach at 
Seminole State College in Seminole, Oklahoma. In 2003, Hubbard helped lead 
the Lady Trojans to a 64-16 record, a National Junior College Athletic Association 
(NJCAA) Region II championship, and a third-place fi nish at the National Junior 
College Athletic Association National Championship.

Hubbard has coached six NJCAA All-Americans and had three players named 
to the NJCAA All-Tournament team. In addition, the Seminole State College 
coaching staff  was the 2003 NJCAA Coaching Staff  of the Year Runner-Up.

Hubbard is a 2002 graduate of Oklahoma Wesleyan University in Bartlesville, 
Okla., where he received his bachelor’s degree in exercise science and sports 
management. 

He was a three-year letterman for the Eagles baseball team as a second baseman. 
He transferred to OWU from Northeastern Oklahoma A&M College. While at 
Oklahoma Wesleyan, he competed on OWU’s inaugural team in 1999. In 2000, 
Hubbard helped lead the Eagles to a post-season bid where they fi nished second in 
the Midlands Collegiate Athletic Conference.

Erin Glasco begins her fi rst year with the 
North Texas soft ball program as an assistant 
coach. Th e former Texas A&M catcher spent 

the previous two years working at Southern Illinois.

“We are excited to add Erin to our staff ,” said head coach T.J. Hubbard. “As a 
player, she reached the pinnacle of college soft ball by playing in the national 
championship game in 2008, and she brings that experience with her to North 
Texas. She will be in charge of developing the pitchers and catchers as well as 
assisting with the off ense. Erin will also assist with a large part of our recruiting.”

Glasco spent the last two years as an assistant coach at Southern Illinois. Th e 
Salukis lost in the Missouri Valley Conference championship game in 2012 
aft er posting a 36-20 record. Th e Salukis won 30-plus games each of the last two 
seasons.

Glasco had a successful collegiate career at Notre Dame and Texas A&M. She 
helped lead the Aggies to a national runner-up fi nish at the Women’s College 
World Series in 2008 and was named to the Big 12 All-Tournament team aft er 
Texas A&M swept the league’s regular season and tournament titles.

Glasco started nearly every game behind the plate as a junior and senior at A&M, 
posting a .278 career batting average with 88 hits, 21 doubles, six home runs 
and 58 RBIs. She worked with All-American pitchers Amanda Scarborough and 
Megan Gibson, calling all the pitches in the 2008 and 2009 seasons, including four 
no-hitters in 2008. Glasco and Gibson were an impressive team in 2008 when 
Gibson posted a 41-4 record.

One of two senior co-captains for the Aggies in 2009, Glasco led the team with a 
.479 on-base percentage. She was a steady force in Big 12 play with a team-best 
.316 batting average, which earned her All-Big 12 fi rst team honors. Glasco was 
also named to the Louisville Slugger/NFCA Central All-Region team in 2009.

She earned a degree in business management in May 2010 from Texas A&M.

Before Texas A&M, Glasco spent two seasons at Notre Dame where she helped 
them to the NCAA Tournament in 2006 as a designated player and started in 39 
games as catcher during the 2007 season.

Following her collegiate career, Glasco played professionally for the USSA Pride of 
the National Pro Fastpitch and the Dornbirn Sharx in Dornbirn, Austria.

At Johnston City High School in Johnston City, Ill., Glasco earned all-state and all-
conference honors in each of her seasons (2002-05) while leading her team to four 
consecutive Black Diamond Conference championships and two regional titles 
(2003, 2005). She also holds school records in career batting average and career 
hits. Glasco’s older sister, Tara, played soft ball at Southern Illinois from 2001-03.

Robinson returns to the Mean Green aft er serving as a volunteer assistant during 
the 2008-09 season. He moved on locally to work two seasons at UT-Dallas as an 
assistant coach and then spent this past year at UT-Arlington.

“We welcome back Rone to our staff  aft er several years,” said Hubbard. “He was a 
big part of our success in 2009 and returns to help us reach that same level again. 
Rone will assist with the hitters and will be in charge of developing the infi elders as 
well as coordinating the majority of our recruiting eff orts.”

As the hitting coach at UTD, Robinson helped the Comets bat .318 in 2010 
and .308 in 2011. He also led the team to sharp spikes in home runs, on-base 
percentage and slugging percentage as UTD broke nine off ensive categories. At 
UTA, Robinson served as the Mavericks hitting coach and worked with the infi eld 
and outfi elders.

“I’m excited to help coach at such an established program that is coming off  
another great year and has great things going for it,” said Robinson. “Th e Mean 
Green’s history of soft ball success and the opportunity to work with T.J. Hubbard 
was a motivating factor for me to come here, and I have no doubt that through the 
hard work of this current coaching staff  and our student-athletes, we can continue 
the success and take this program to the next level.”

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history

Th e new era of Mean Green soft ball started with a big swing of the bat. North Texas not only recorded its fi rst 
hit in its opening game against nationally-ranked Texas A&M on Feb. 4, 2004, the Mean Green posted its fi rst 
home run as well. Freshman Susan Waters gave North Texas a few fi rsts - hit, home run, scored run, RBI - along 
with tying the game at 1-1. Th e Aggies went on to win the game, 6-1, but it marked the beginning of a Mean 
Green roller coaster ride, full of the highs and lows that would accompany a fi rst-year program.

In May of 2002, North Texas athletic director Rick Villarreal announced that the Mean Green would fi eld a Div. 
I soft ball team for the fi rst time in 16 years. Th e team would assemble in the fall of 2003 with the spring of 2004 
being the team’s fi rst season. Denia Park in Denton was selected as the team’s home fi eld and was the site of 
North Texas’ fi rst win of the 2004 season.

When North Texas opened its season against Texas A&M in 2004, it marked the second time in school history 
that North Texas has sponsored soft ball. For four years from 1985-88, NT sanctioned a team while it was a 
member of the Southland Conference. Th e program struggled with limited scholarships and four head coaches 
in as many seasons, compiling an overall record of 37-136 and going 11-38 in conference play.

Highlights from that era are few and far between, although the Lady Eagles, as they were called then, left  a few 
marks worth remembering. In 1985, Jearlynn Johnson shared the conference lead in home runs. Th at same 
season, pitcher Gayle Edwards shared the league record for most complete games in a tournament. In 1988, 
Kris Fletcher led the Southland in doubles. 

2004
Th e Mean Green swept a doubleheader against Northwood on Feb. 10 at Denia Park, snapping a six-game 
losing streak. Freshman pitcher Katy Maxey won the fi rst game, 3-1, while junior left hander Mandy Hacker 
shutout Northwood in the nightcap, 5-0. Th e friendly confi nes of Denia Park proved to be just that for the 
Mean Green; NT went 13-13 at home. 

On the road, North Texas managed only nine wins with seven of them coming down the stretch. Th e Mean 
Green’s schedule proved to be a daunting task. Th e NT squad faced nine teams ranked in the NFCA/USA Today 
Top 25 Poll, including No.1 UCLA and No. 2 Arizona. 

2005
North Texas returned all its starters for the Mean Green’s second season and a new head coach, Kelly Burns. 
Highlights from the 2005 season include the capturing of the Tulsa Invite championship, six conference victo-
ries and two wins in the Sun Belt Conference Tournament. 

Senior Stephanie Cranmer was named All-Sun Belt both of her years at North Texas and left  the program as the 
team’s leader in batting average, hits, multiple-hit games and on-base percentage.

2006
In its third year, the Mean Green soft ball team continued to take steps towards becoming a top program. Its 
largest steps came on the off ensive side, where North Texas set a number of individual and team records. In 
2006, the Mean Green set or tied eight individual batting game records and four team batting game records. 
Almost all the players saw their off ensive numbers jump dramatically from the previous year.

Susan Waters became the most decorated player in the young history of the program. She set the single-season 
home run record at North Texas in 2006 with 18 long balls and is the career record holder with 49. She set 10 
single-season marks in 2006 and currently holds 11 career records at North Texas. She was named fi rst-team 
All-Sun Belt two years in a row and became the fi rst soft ball student-athlete at North Texas to be named ESPN 
Th e Magazine Academic All-District in 2006.

As a team, the Mean Green hit 44 home runs in 60 games in 2006, almost doubling last year’s total of 23. Sopho-
more Kristina Fowler hit the team’s 44th home run during the tournament. Th e three-run home run helped 
defeat Western Kentucky for the second time. Fowler proved to be a thorn in the Hilltoppers’ side; she posted 
the game-winning hit in both wins against Western Kentucky. She also picked up both of the wins in the circle 
in those games. She fi nished the tournament with a 2-1 record and was named to the all-tournament team. She 
led the team with fi ve runs batted in during the tournament and batted .400 in the four games.

Classmate Katya Muller joined her on the all-tournament team. She fi nished the season on a 13-game hitting 
streak, setting a school record. She posted three two-hit games and led the team with seven hits in the tourna-
ment. Th e shortstop batted .538 in the tournament and fi nished her sophomore season hitting with a .332 
average. Th e .332 average is a single-season best. Her 69 hits during the season is also a single-season record, 
surpassing Stephanie Cranmer’s 66 hits set in 2004.

2007
In 2007, the Mean Green played in its brand new soft ball complex; Lovelace Stadium. Located in Mean Green 
Village next to the soccer fi eld, Lovelace Stadium provided a true home-fi eld advantage for the Mean Green. 
Th e team also had a locker room and training faciliites near the fi eld. 

Also in 2007, North Texas picked up two historic wins. Th e Mean Green defeated Texas Tech, 4-2, on the road. 
In the Sun Belt Tournament, NT upset top-seeded Louisiana-Lafayette. Th e victory against the Ragin’ Cajuns 
was the fi rst in the series for the Mean Green and handed ULL its fi rst loss in Sun Belt tournament history.

Notable Firsts In 2004

Th e Mean Green’s fi rst hit of the 2004 inaugural 
season was a big one - a home run by freshman Susan 
Waters that tied the game against No. 18 Texas A&M 
by the score of 1-1 on Feb. 4. With the home run Wa-
ters also posted the team’s fi rst run scored and RBI.

Th e Mean Green’s fi rst double of the 2004 season 
came against Pacifi c on Feb. 6. Junior Ana Vega 
posted her fi rst hit in a Mean Green uniform with the 
tally. 

North Texas held its fi rst lead in its fi ft h game 
against Northwestern State on Feb. 7. Th e Mean Green 
held a 2-0 lead aft er two innings of play. Northwestern 
State came back to defeat NT, 7-2. 

North Texas won its fi rst game in the new era 
of Mean Green soft ball on Tuesday, Feb. 10 against 
Northwood. Katy Maxey secured the fi rst victory for 
NT.

Kelei Walker posted NT’s fi rst triple in the new 
program on Feb. 15 against UMKC. 

Susan Waters became the fi rst Mean Green player 
to hit two home runs in a single game on Saturday, 
March 20 against NW OSU.

Th e Mean Green won its fi rst conference game 
as the newest member of the Sun Belt Conference, 
defeating Middle Tennessee State, 7-2, on April 17. 

Stephanie Cranmer became the fi rst Mean 
Green player to post four hits in a single game against 
Louisiana-Lafayette on Sunday, April 25. 
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North Texas placed two players on the All-Sun Belt 
First Team. For the fi rst time in the history of the pro-
gram, two players were named all-conference. Susan 
Waters was named to the fi rst-team All-Sun Belt for 
the second year in a row, while Katya Muller received 
All-Sun Belt honors for the fi rst time.

Waters and Muller led the Mean Green in most 
off ensive categories. In her fi nal season, Waters set 
four single-season season records. Th e third baseman 
fi nished the season batting a school-record .341. She 
also set records with 45 run scored, 23 walks and 
an on-base percentage of .422. In total, she holds 13 
single-season records.

Muller had another stellar season for the Mean 
Green. She led the team with 63 hits, 13 doubles and 
two triples. She fi nished just behind Waters with a 
.332 hitting percentage, matching her sophomore 
year mark. She posted seven home runs, three of 
which were hit against Louisiana-Lafayette during the 
regular season.

Th e Mean Green also continued to be a national 
leader in double plays. Th roughout the season, North 
Texas was ranked fi rst or second in double plays per 
game. 

2008
TJ Hubbard, an assistant for the Mean Green through 
its entire existance, started his fi rst year at the helm of 
North Texas for the 2007-08 season. Th e 2008 team 
won a school record 27 games and picked up wins 
against Oklahoma State, Texas Tech and Creighton. 
Lovelace Stadium proved to be a home-fi eld advan-
tage with the Mean Green going 14-9 in its home 
venue. 

Katya Muller and Mallory Cantler were named fi rst-
team all-conference with Muller earning the nod 
for the second straight year. Muller left  the program 
as the school’s all-time hit leader. Cantler was also 
named to the Sun Belt Conference All-Tournament 
Team, and fi nished her freshman campaign by setting 
single-season records in batting average, hits and 
doubles. 

As a team, North Texas set team bests in wins, batting 
average, runs scored, hits, doubles, total bases, slug-
ging percentage and RBI.

2009
In 2009, North Texas became the fastest team to reach 
the 20-win mark, posted the second-most wins and 
the best winning percentage in school history. 

For the third straight year, the Mean Green had two 
players named to the All-Sun Belt team. Mallory 
Cantler was named to the fi rst team for the second 
straight year, while Mariza Martinez was named 
to the second team. Martinez also became the fi rst 
North Texas player to be named to the Louisville 
Slugger/NFCA All-Central Region First Team.

2010
North Texas recorded many fi rsts in 2010: its fi rst 
winning season (29-20), the most wins in school 
history (29), a school-record 52 home runs. Th e Mean 
Green also picked up big wins against nationally-
ranked opponents: No. 15 Texas and No. 24 Baylor. 

North Texas posted its highest fi nish in the Sun 
Belt (third) and tied its best fi nish in the conference 
tournament (2-2, third).

For the fi rst time, the Mean Green had three players 
named to the All-Sun Belt team. Mallory Cantler was 
named to the fi rst team for the third straight year, 
while Mariza Martinez was named to the second 
team a second straight time. Ashley Lail became the 
fi rst North Texas pitcher to receive all-conference 
honors aft er being named to the second team.

Fellow senior pitcher Kayla Lawson was named to 
the Sun Belt Conference All-Tournament Team aft er 
picking up the win against Florida Atlantic in the 
tournament. Lawson had her best year, posting a 2.21 
ERA and an 8-4 record.

Head coach TJ Hubbard picked up his 60th career 
win in 2010, becoming the winningest soft ball coach 
at North Texas. He fi nished the season with a win-
loss record of 82-81 aft er three years as head coach.

2011
Th e 2011 soft ball season was a roller-coaster ride for 
the Mean Green, full of ups and downs and twists and 
turns. A senior-heavy team was full of experience and 
the early part of the season showcased that potential. 
A tournament title and big home wins propelled the 
Mean Green up, but tough losses on the road and 
shaky play against conference opponents brought the 
season to an early halt with a miss of the conference 
tournament.

Th e Mean Green continued to set team and indi-
vidual records under head coach T.J. Hubbard. North 
Texas set two single-game individual records and 
tied six, and recorded fi ve single-game team records. 
Seven career records were set in 2011. 

Cantler and Martinez went on to leave North Texas as 
two of the most decorated North Texas soft ball play-
ers in school history. Cantler became the fi rst soft ball 
player at North Texas to earn all-Sun Belt honors four 
consecutive years. She earned fi rst-team honors her 
fi rst three years and capped her senior season with 
second-team accolades.

Cantler set the career doubles record in 2011 and 
came up two hits shy of tying the career hit record at 
North Texas. She fi nished second in career hits and 
RBI and left  North Texas holding fi ve career batting 
records and four season batting records. Th e senior 
led the Mean Green in 2011 with a .319 batting aver-
age, 51 hits, 32 RBI and nine home runs.

Martinez set the career runs record in 2011 against 
South Alabama. She also holds the career stolen base 
record and is second in career home runs with 36. 
She fi nished second on the team in 2011 with eight. 
She left  North Texas with her name in the top 3 of 14 
career school records.

2012
Th e 2012 Mean Green soft ball team won eight of its 
last 10 games to record its second winning season 
in school history at 28-26-1. Faced with one of its 
toughest schedules, North Texas struggled against the 
nationally-ranked teams but won the majority of its 
games at home and set a program best in conference 
play.

North Texas entered the conference tournament in 
Florida on a six-game winning streak as the No. 4 

seed. Aft er dropping the opening game against WKU, 
North Texas responded with two wins and lost in the 
semi-fi nals to top-seeded Louisiana-Lafayette. Th e 
third-place fi nish tied a program best.

Th e 28 wins were the second-most victories compiled 
in a single-season in school history and the 26 losses 
the second fewest. Only the 2010 team accomplished 
more than the 2012 squad. In conference play, North 
Texas set a program record with 13 wins.

Th e Mean Green set four team records in 2012: runs 
scored, RBI, walks and strikeouts. Th e records epito-
mized the team’s season. Head coach T.J. Hubbard 
emphasized patience at the plate in 2012, and the 
result was a lot of walks and more at-bats, which led 
to more runs and RBI.

Th e pitching squad had one of its best seasons, 
recording the most strikeouts in a single-season and 
the second-lowest ERA. Ashley Kirk was named to 
the all-tournament team at the Sun Belt Conference 
Tournament, leading the Mean Green to its two wins. 

Maddelyn Fraley produced one of the top single-
season performances at North Texas. She capped her 
season by receiving fi rst-team All-Sun Belt honors at 
designated player. She fi nished her senior season by 
leading the team with a .322 batting average, 13 home 
runs and 47 RBI. Fraley knocked in the second-most 
RBI in school history and third most home runs.
