Thank you for expressing interest in attending the University of North Texas at Dallas (UNT Dallas) to pursue a 
Second Bachelor’s degree.  If you already have a bachelor’s degree and are interested in taking additional college 
coursework but not earning a degree, you will need to apply as a non-degree seeking student using either the 
undergraduate post-baccalaureate or the graduate non-degree seeking application.  Please carefully review the 
application information below.   
 
Eligibility Requirements 

 A minimum of a 2.7 cumulative GPA on all units attempted towards the bachelor’s degree 
 No more than 1 prior Bachelor’s degree 
 Must apply for a degree or degree-seeking major that is significantly different from that of the first degree; 

Bachelor of Applied Arts & Science (BAAS), undecided and no degree are not an option 
 Must not be working towards or hold a Master’s or higher degree 
 Eligible to return to last institution attended

(1) Complete and submit a Second Bachelor’s degree application.

(2) Submit a $50 application fee. 
 Payable via check, money order, or cash to UNT Dallas 
(3) Submit official copies of transcripts from ALL previously attended institutions.
