Traveling Outside the U.S. During Your Program and Travel Endorsements

J-1 regulations state students can take online courses once the full-time enrollment requirement has been met:
	 12 hours for undergraduates
	  9 hours for graduates 

•	 DS-2019 must be valid
•	 DS-2019 must be endorsed (signed) for travel by a Responsible Officer  

(see bottom-right of your DS-2019 “TRAVEL ENDORSEMENT BY RESPONSIBLE OFFICER.”)

•	 Signature is valid for one year or until the end of your program (whichever comes first)

•	 If you need a Travel Endorsement, please submit your DS-2019 to International Student and Scholar Services, Marquis 
Hall 110, along with the Travel Endorsement Form requesting signature at least 2 weeks prior to your trip.  
If there are no complications, it will be ready for pick up the next business day, after 10 am.

•	 In order to re-enter the U.S., you will also need a valid visa and passport.

I am a postdoctoral research assistant with the BioDiscovery Institute of the 
Department of Biological Sciences at the University of North Texas. I am 
currently working with Dr. Ana Paula Alonso to characterize the relationship 
between wild plants of the coffee family (Rubiaceae) and their fungal 
endophytes from the perspective of metabolomics. This project is an NSF-
funded collaboration between the University of North Texas, Ohio State 
University, and the University of Costa Rica, where the plants we work with 
are harvested. I am also a member of the executive board of the Postdoctoral 
Association at UNT, where I plan social gatherings and workshops for conferences and 
other scientific events.

I arrived in Denton in the spring of 2018 and immediately felt embraced not only by a friendly working environment, 
but also by the warm people who live in this city. I love going to the Jazz festival each year and to the many other 
musical events that happen in the area.
