ORDER

On October 29, 2007, the parties filed a joint stipulation of dismissal requesting that
the Board dismiss the appeals with prejudice, as the cases have been settled.

"CBCA 80 was originally docketed before the Department of Transportation Board
of Contract Appeals as DOT BCA 4541 and was the subject of an interlocutory decision
reported at 06-2 BCA 9 33,419. On January 6, 2007, pursuant to section 847 of the National
Defense Authoriation Act for Fiscal Year 2006, Pub. L. No. 109-163, 119 Stat. 3136, 3393 (20006),
the case was transferred to this Board and redocketed as CBCA 80.
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Accordingly, these appeals are DISMISSED WITH PREJUDICE.
