ORDER 

Appellant, Inter-Con Security Systems, Inc., was awarded a contract with respondent, 

Department of State, to provide security services at the United States Embassy in Bogatá, 

Colombia.  Appellant claimed that it was entitled to additional compensation for these 

services because the government of Colombia decreed an increase in minimum wage rates 

for the provision of security guard services in that country.  A Department of State 

contracting officer denied the claim, and this appeal followed. 
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On March 24, 2010, appellant filed a motion for dismissal with prejudice , advising 

that respondent has issued a contract modification and payment has been made to appellant 

which resolves the dispute associated with the appeal. 

The motion is granted.  The appeal is DISMISSED WITH PREJUDICE.
