ORDER
The Department of Agriculture issued to DLT Solutions, LLC (then known as DLT
Solutions, Inc.) a delivery order for Oracle software and maintenance support. The
contractor claims that under the terms of the delivery order and the contract pursuant to

which it was issued, the contractor is due $601,900 more than it has been paid by the agency.

On April 12, 2010, the contractor moved the Board to dismiss the appeal with
prejudice, stating that the case has been settled.
