ORDER

This appeal arises from contract number GS 25F 0062L, which was awarded to
appellant, Xerox Corporation, by the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) to
sell, lease, and maintain various duplicating machines and to provide supplies and services
to DHHS. Xerox appealed the deemed denials of its claims for payment of invoices when
due. The appeal was docketed by the Board on January 28, 2010. On April 27, 2010, the
parties filed a motion to dismiss the appeal, stating that they have settled the claims which
gave rise to this dispute. Accordingly, this appeal is DISMISSED WITH PREJUDICE.
