RKL Construction, LLC appealed a decision of a Department of Veterans Affairs
contracting officer which denied a claim for reimbursement of expenses in the amount of
$8876.25 incurred with regard to work allegedly performed at the direction of the agency on
a project in Nephi, Utah.
