= Monitors steps required from the time a person receives an HIV
diagnosis to achieving viral suppression:

— Diagnosis of HIV infection
— Linked to care

— Receipt of care

— Retained in care

— Virally suppressed

= Represents the best available data for measuring progress
= Uses National HIV Surveillance System (NHSS) data

— Timely and routine

— Can stratify by demographic characteristics

— Prioritized data sources that are available at the state level to allow

Calculation of Indicators

= The following indicators only use data from areas with complete
reporting of CD4 and viral load test results to CDC (39 states and the
District of Columbia):

— Linkage to care (within 1 month)
— Receipt of care

— Retention in care

— Viral suppression




Calculation of Indicators

= Linkage to care

— Numerator: Persons aged 213 years with HIV diagnosed during 2016 and
who had >1 viral load (VL) or CD4 test within 1 month of HIV diagnosis

— Denominator: Persons aged >13 years with HIV infection diagnosed
during 2016 (39 states and the District of Columbia)
